the Gazette on the day after the funeral.

The greve of Sandford Faulkher remains unmarkea today,but
the Pulaski County Historical Society recently vated to erect"
a marker at his grave,

. The grave of Edward Washburn“ painter of the Traveler,”
also is in Mount Holly, and is also unmarked today. = VWashburn '
and his father, the Rev. Cephas Washburn, died within a few
days. of each other, and were buried . side by side. A small
marker bearing both their names was erected. Later it was re-
placed by the Presbyterian Synod with a larger monument. but
the new tombstone was to the father and made no mention of the
famous son.Removal of the old stone leaves his grave unmarked.

‘But what of the children of Sandy Faulkner? The legisla-
tlve tribute to Paulkner says that "of his many children, four
survive him." Two of these we know to have been ‘Sally and’
Sandford, Jr. Four of his children we know to have died béfore
their father. One other daughter, Mattie, outlived her father
only briefly. She died the following year, on July 17, 1815,
at the age of ¥l years. = She had merried a Mr. Buchanan., She
too.is buried at Mount ol;y eembtery. We lack the neme of
Sandy Faulkner's fourth surviving child, but it must have Veen
either Philip or Minnie, referred to as "the children 'of his
old age," both of whom died at some time prior to 1900+ !

“We follow Sandford, Jrs, only briefly eofter his father's
death. . -On August 7, 1874 the Gezette announced that, on the
motion of Mr. ﬂlShback,he was elected doorkeeper to the legis=
lature, to fill the vacancy ogcasioned by his father's death.
Goodspeed says that he outlived his brothers and blStGTS, and‘
eventually moved to another state. A

... Faulknert!s daughter, Sally, fared bddly after bhe death
of her father: On January 18, 1880, the Gazette carried the
news that "a relative of the Arkansas Traveler" ‘had Dbeen
evicted from her home jn Little Rock because she could not pay
the rent. The woeful status to which she had' béen reédquced is
amplified by the inimitable Opie Read, in an article captioned
"No Longer a Belle", whieh was publlshed in the Dardanelleﬂ
Independent Arkanbldn of March 19, 1880: ’
